and salisfaction (ersertzinment, Information).

Schools 3is0 1each chiidren 1o read batwean
tha lines, %0 use thelr Imaginaton, 1o have an
cpinion about what they are reading and %
understand how piciures ave meaning.

If the leaming experience Is not enjoyable,
chilaren can f2el that reading Is more sUMering
than pleasure. You are the greatest Infuence
In your chiid having 3 passion %or reading.
